For Children, ages 0 thru 5th grade:  Nursery is 

available for children up to age 3.  We have Sun-

day School for children ages 2 years thru 5th grade 

in our Education Building across the breezeway.  

Children’s Worship is for children 3 years thru 

3rd grade.  They begin in the sanctuary with their 

families and are dismissed after Children’s Mo-

ments or the Gloria Patri. (Note: Children’s Church 

does not meet on Communion Sundays.)  The chil-

dren are divided into two groups: Promise Kids, 

for children ages 3 thru 5 years, meets in the Nurs-

ery.  Children’s Church, for children in grades K 

thru 3rd grade, meets in Room 108A; straight down 

the hall, the last room on the right.  WFN—Wesley 

Fellowship Night is on Wednesday evenings from 

6:00—7:30 for children ages 4 years thru 5th grade.  

The children have a snack (parents/guardians are 

invited), participate in Bible Study and have choir 

practice.  We look forward to nurturing your chil-

dren through any or all of these ministries.
