The Koinonia Sunday School Class meets in Room 
107 at 9:45 a.m. every Sunday under the leadership of 
Rev. Barry Smith.  If you are looking to live a more 
committed, informed and victorious Christian life join 
us as we seek to look at life and ourselves through the 
eyes of our Lord.  Our eight week study entitled: “The 

Apostles Creed, the meaning, message and mission 

embodied in our affirmation of faith.” will begin on 
January 20th. 
 
The Oasis Class meets on Sunday morning in Room

The chil-
dren have Bible Study time, eat dinner (parents/
guardians are invited) and have choir practice.  We look 
forward to nurturing your children through any or all of 
these ministries. 
 
The name 
for the group is based on Romans 6:5, which says, “If 
we have been united with Him like this in His death, we 
will certainly also be united with Him in His resurrec-
tion.”
