The Fellowship Sunday School Class  meets at 9:45 

in Room 104 A.  The lessons for the fall quarter will 

look at the New Testament through the eyes of the 

community.  We discuss the core values and teachings 

of this new community and conclude with a focus on a 

community of servants.  This study explores how the 

community members were equipped for ministry, how 

they handled conflict, their witness in the world and 

the persecution they faced because of their witness.

7:30 for children ages 4 years thru 5th grade.  The chil-

dren have Bible Study time, eat dinner (parents/

guardians are invited) and have choir practice.  We look 

forward to nurturing your children through any or all of 

these ministries. 

 

Jr./Sr. High Youth—known as “Fusion”.  The name 

for the group is based on Romans 6:5, which says, “If 

we have been united with Him like this in His death, we 

will certainly also be united with Him in His resurrec-

tion.” (NIV). Fusion means coming together or uniting. 

Join us on Sunday mornings and evenings and Wednes-

day evenings.
